The figures, according to Super* 

.visor Margulies, represent a record 
^balance on hand for the township, 
Idue to cooperation on the part of 
|all heads of departments to prac­
tice economy in the administration 
of their department.

Of this balance, $39,504.17 is in 
the general fund, and $13,213.14 in 
the welfare fund, on which the de­
mands were much lighter during 
the past year than in many years 
previously.

The final report of Superintend­
ent Dodd stated that 39.2 miles of 
town roads had been resurfaced 
during the year. Superintendent 
Dodd also stated that all danger­
ous intersections had been plainly 
marked with warning signs and 
that the road equipment had been 
carefully overhauled and repaired 
and was in good condition.

At the meeting the Suffern Na­
tional Bank and Trust Company, 
the Lafayette Bank and Trust Com- 
paay of Suffern, the First National 
Bank of Spring Valley, and the 
Ramapo Trust Company, also of 
Spring Valley, were designated as 
official depositories for the town­
ship funds.

Health Officer 
Reports To Board 
On Epidemics

Little Of Importance Is 
Before Village Board At 
Meeting Last Night

Dr. A. N. Selman, Spring Valley 
health officer, reported to the vil­
lage board on two epidemics of 
sickness in the village during the 
past months. Dr. Selman said that 
starting last August there had been 
many cases of intestinal upsets. 
This ailment had reached epidemic 
proportions with over three hun­
dred cases in this area.

The health officer also reported 
that an epidemic of upper respira­
tory illness and influenza had brok­
en out right after Thanksgiving 
day. He said that influenza cases 
had to be reported to the health 
officer but that if the Illness were 
diagnosed as upper respiratory it 
was not reported. The health of­
ficer said the influenza was of 
much the same status as the epi­
demic of 1918 but that practically 
no pneumonia had developed from
it.

He reported that he could not 
recommend the granting of a live 
poultry market permit to Mrs. Lily 
Garber because the application had 
not been properly submitted. An 
application from 1. Lefkowltz for a 
similar permit was turned over to 
the health officer at the meeting. 
He will make an Inspection of the 
premises and report to the board.

Representative Fish, in his state­
ment, recounts his own accomplish­
ments as an officer of the army in 
World War I and says that he never 
thoucht of quitting to become a 
candidate for office. He does not 
say whether anybody ever asked 
him to become a candidate whlla 
he was serving in France.

The representative apparently 
overlooks the fact that Lieut 
Doscher In all probability would 
continue to serve with the Army 
until January, 1945, If he did be­
come a successful candidate for 
Congress.

"I have heard of many public 
officials resigning to enter our arm« 
ed forces, Including Members of 
Congress, and tried to do so my­
self, but was told by General Mc­
Nair that on account of my age 
and legislative experience that 1 
could serve my country best In 
Congress. I have heard of scarce­
ly anyone who tried to get out of 
the Army to become a candidate 
for public office in time of war. I 
would, however, make an exception 
to this rule and that would be in 
case of a successful General be­
coming a candidate for President 
and Commander-in-Chief of our 
armed forces on a win the war 
platform."
