These are division of estate papers filed for Jonathan Robbins (January 7, 1774 - May 18, 1867) at the Warren County Courthouse. Jonathan is buried at the Greenwich Presbyterian Cemetary next to his wife Mary (1776 - May 22, 1844) and son Jonathan Green Robbins (Dec. 7, 1813 - Aug 7, 1840). Each of Christiana's children received $49.36. Her grandchildren received a share of this amount.

It is on this Eighth day of April A.D. 1869 ordered and decreed by the court that John S. Robbins, the son of the said Jonathan Robbins is entitled by law to receive the one third of the said distributive balance, amounting to the sum of Five Hundred and ninety two dollars and fourty and a half cents ($592.40 1/2). And that Mary V. Smith, the daughter of the said Jonathan Robbins is entitled to receive the one third of said distribution value amounting to the sum of Five hundred and ninety two 40/100 Dollars $592.40 1/2). And that the children and grand children of Christiana, late the wife of Thomas G. Stewart, are entitled to one third of the said distributive balance amounting to the sum of Five Hundred and ninety two dollars and fourty and a half cents $592.40 1/2). What is to say to Christiana, wife of Charles Godfrey, Elizabeth the wife of Jesse R. Thatcher, Mary the wife of James M. Kennedy, Emma, the wife of Harris Godfery, and Sarah Carter, the children and heirs at law of Mary, late the wife of Henry Carter now deceased, each the sum of Nine 88/100 $9.88). To Jonathan R. Stewart the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars. To Mary wife of (Left blank in original document). To Thomas G. Stewart, Jonathan R. Stewart, and Henry Stewart, children and heirs at law of Samuel Stewart deceased each the sum of Twelve 34/100 dollars. To Thomas Stewart the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 dollars $49.36). To Elizabeth wife of William J. Smith, the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36). To Jacob Stewart the sum of Fourty Nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36/100. To Martha the wife of Henry Crowell the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36). To Anna wife of Charles Kern, the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 dollars $49.36) To Jane the wife of Henry Hamman(?) the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36). To Robert Stewart the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36). To John Stewart the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 $49.36). And to the children of Charles Stewart deceased, who was the son of the said Christianna Stewart deceased whose names are unknown to the court together the sum of Fourty nine 36/100 Dollars $49.36) being the share of the said Charles Stewart deceased to be equally divided between the said children of said deceased. It is also further ordered that the said administrator pay to the clerk of the said orphans court the sum of Seventy five dollars and fifty four cents $75.54. the costs taxed by this court in the matter of this application out of the moneys of the estate.

Executor of the estate was Isaac Shipman.
