John Nation, Sr. & Bethiah Robins son Christopher is believed to have been married to Elizabeth Sharp daughter of Thomas Sharp, Sr. of Burlington Co., NJ & Frederick County, VA. Thomas Sharp, Sr. refers to his daughter as Elizabeth Nation in his will of 1762. All the evidence I’ve seen points to Elizabeth Sharp as Christopher’s wife although traditionally his wife is said to be Elizabeth Swaim. Christopher’s will in 1799, refers to his wife Elizabeth. According to a descendant of Thomas Sharp, Jr., Christopher Nation divorced his wife Elizabeth Sharp mother of all his children & remarried Elizabeth Swaim. This researcher was unable to provide a reference for the story of the two wives named Elizabeth or any proof of the divorce. So far, there appears to be no evidence or even a small clue to validate the story. Possibly the Robins/Nation researchers may have seen this story before or may in the future. Thomas Sharp & son Thomas Jr. associated with other NJ families who were known to have migrated to VA.  NJ names that have been documented as connected with the Sharps in VA were Nation, Borton, Haines & Branson.
