I had privately hypothesized that "Child" may have been written somewhere

to note that Frances was a minor, but this is evidently not so; the
Abi%ail's passenger records reportedly state that Frances was 26 at the time
of her emigration. This statement is evidently the basis for a frequently
estimated birth year of 1609. But one peculiar posting makes me wonder if
Frances was indeed married at the time: "A second marriage for this same
couple is also recorded in the New Haven Town Hall Records for Aug. 10,
1636." An image of this record in its original form might be enlightening.

Several postings mention that Frances made the voyage to America in 1635 on
the ship "Abigail” with her first son, who was just 4 months old. | wonder
it the surname "Child" is a misinterpretation of the ship®s manifest, which
may have intended "Child" to refer to the infant (Joseph, 1 believe). This
record, too, might still be accessible in original form.

Frances®™ and William®s marriage is frequently cited as "abt 1634 in Cheshanm,
Buckinghamshire, England'; someposting state 14 April 1630 (often citing
New Haven, which is obviously wrong; at least one noted London, England, but
gave no specific source).

I saw two men named as Frances® father (below), presumably tied to birth
records found by researchers in the past. The first of these is at least
nearly consistent with Frances®™ age noted in The Abigail®s manifest. 1 have
to wonder, though, how close these are to William®s home in Devon, and if
not close, how the marriage might have been made:

- Thomas Child of Roxton, Bedfordshire (with Frances b. 16 Feb
1610/11/Bletsoe, Bedford, England
- Robert Child of Kent, England (with Frances b. 1616/Kent, England)

The surname "Wood" appears to belong to Elizabeth Wood, b. 14 Apr 1606 in
Chesham, Buckinghamshire, who is frequently shown as William Potter®s second
wife. One listing, by Rita Lace ﬁ{italace@yahoo.com) says William"s second
marriage was Elizabeth"s fourth; her first being to William®s brother, John
Potter. ''She was excommunicated in 1646 because she would not give up Edward
Parker', her second husband, with whom she eventually had four children. Her
third marriage was purportedly in 1664, to Robert Rose.

One sometimes-named wife of William"s, Hannah Beecher, appears to_have
actually been his mother, Hannah (Hawes) Potter Beecher, who married,
second, John Beecher.

Well, that"s it. 1 have no first-hand knowledge of any of the above, but
though anyone inclined to do some primary research might be interested.

My son Patrick Robbins and | made the trip to Allentown today to
check on the Robins Burial Ground at Cove Hill and do a little
research at the Allentown Library. We made our way up Interstate 95
from Havre de Grace, and jumped off 1-295 at Rt. 33 in Trenton. A
quick ride down Rt. 33 and we were at Edinburgh Road and White Horse
Roads where my great-great uncle lsaac Robbins had a farm at one
time. Edinburgh road is now developed, but there was a farm still
operating on the road.

We next traveled down Nottingham Way to the First Presbyterian Church
of Hamilton Square. We went into the churchyard and found the
gravesites of Nathan Robbins and Mary Robbins - my great-great
?randparents. Mary"s headstone is in bad condition, but Nathan®"s
ooks ok. We also found that their children Jasper and Enoch are
buried in the same gravesite. They share a common headstone.

Our next stop was the pizza place in Allentown for lunch. We parked
off Church Street approximately where Moses Robins had his tan yard.
There is a park behind this area that is accessible by the Mill off
Main Street. We killed some time walking around the park waiting for
the library to open at 2:00 PM. The library is in the old Church,
and we were able to_look-up articles from the Allentown Messenger
related to the Robbins family and burial ground (a Moses-related
article follows).

We departed Allentown to visit the Robbins Burial Ground at Cove Hill
around 3:30 PM. 1 did notice that the head stones seem to be
deteriorating rather quickly comparing them from my visit November
2004. Randal Robbins Jr."s headstone looked like someone tried to
push i1t over. It was getting late, and the hunters sounded like
they were getting a little to close to us. We went down Rt 524 to
Clarksburg looking for the site of the Willow Tree Tavern, and may
haye)found it but we didn"t stop to confirm (that will be another
trip).

Finally, we drove over to Imalystown to find the Saltar Mill where
the Lincoln®s settled. We did stop at Clayton Park to pick up a
brochure, but at this ﬁoint it was getting dark. We turned around
and headed back down the Turnpike for Havre de Grace.

On my next trip, I intend to look at the Robbins House and follow-up
on the Willow Tree Tavern location.

As it turns out, I am also descended from Zacharias Sickels®™ son Robert, so
I had some notes on this family (below).

Regarding the estimates of Mary®s birth, 1 suspect the disparate estimates
of 1683 and 1689 come from two lists of Zacharias®™ and Anna"s children; the
one in my notes below appears to list them in order of birth by gender, in
which case Mary comes between Hendrick (1681) and Margaret (17 May 1684),
i.e., 1683. The other list places the two children with unknown birth dates
at the end of the order, which moves Maria back to 1689. I1"m inclined to
believe 1683, as | have found under-17 marriages of Reformed Dutch daughters
to be extremely rare.

Sarah, ¥ou're right, Mary"s relocation from NY to Monmouth County

is peculiar. 1 won"t conjecture, but I did notice that another of my Dutch
ancestors, Frederick DeBow/DeBoogh had the same route at about the same time
(b. Albany 1686, m. NY 1712, children in Monmouth by 1714). His g-grandson
married Mary Sickels®™ g-granddaughter.

My notes on Zacharias Sickels (from Riker, James, Revised history of Harlem
(city of New York) : prefaced by home scenes in the fatherlands, or, notices
of its founders before emigration : also, sketches of numerous families and
the recovered history of the land-titles. New York: New Harlem Pub. Co.,
1904, pp. 297-298):

Zacharias Sickels.was from Vienne, in Austria. Finding his way to Holland,
he went out to Curacao, and served in the military rank of adelborst or
cadet. When Stuyvesant returned from a visit to that island, in 1655,
Sickels came with him, being soon after attached to the garrison at Fort
Orange. [An 1899 Albany history book states that he was a corporal from
1656-59.] In 1658 he was a tapster [barkeep]. He remained at Albany after
the surrender, in 1664, and worked as a carpenter, having married Anna,
daughter of Lambert Van Valkenburgh, by whom he had sons, Robert, Lambert,
Zacharias and Thomas [sic, Fifth son Hendrick evidently omitted], and
daughters, Anna, Elizabeth, Maria, Margaret, and Leah. . In 1670 to "72, and
1681 to "83, Sickels was town herder, and had 18 guilders a head for the
season. He next held the responsible place of rattle watch, so called from
the rattle, used to give warning, in making his nightly rounds. He was also
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town cryer, to call the people together on needed occasions; and porter, or
keeper of the city gates, to close and lock them at night and to open them
in the morning. [He witnessed many DWI Company proceedings over the years in
Albany.] His sons Robert and Lambert removing to New York, he, with his
other sons, etc., followed them in 1693, his vacated office being given to
his son-in-law Isaacs. In 1698 he was admitted a freeman of New York, and in
1702 was living in the East Ward.
